Tarantino: violent crime (Kung Fu movies); pop culture references; complex, non-linear stories; memorable dialogue.

The second scene: hit men on a mission: John Travolta, Samuel L. Jackson

The characters – Who’s in charge?  Who’s smarter?  Who’s easy-going?


Jules: smart, erudite, sarcastic; profane.

Dialogue – expressionist? Unrealistic? Supports real characters?
Pop culture references – McDonald’s in Amsterdam; fast food for breakfast; TV pilots.

 Hit men talk smart – vocabulary, analysis, explanations, engage in academic debate outside door in hallway; despite obscene language.

Incongruous juxtapositions – interweave mundane and grotesque

Debate – almost formal: gangsters debating the moral implications of a foot massage
