Students will learn about the effects of 
hearing loss on auditory and listening skills development and learning with an emphasis on educational 
settings.

Assignments: 

This course will include a midterm and a final. The final will be comprehensive. 

 

Google It! Project: Each student will be assigned a diagnosis, condition, or treatment plan. Place yourselves in 
the parent's perspective. Complete an internet search of your assigned topic and present your findings to the 
class. The presentation should be about 5-7 minute presentation. You may verbally present findings or create a 
PowerPoint to present your findings. 

Pediatric Case Study and Presentation: Each of you will be given a pediatric case study. You will be 
expected to describe and determine the quality of the information received (i.e. ABR traces for 2 month 
old; VRA Sound Field data for 6 month old, etc.) and decide next steps. You will be responsible for 
researching the condition/diagnosis and discussing family support and intervention options. The final 
project requires both a written summary and an oral presentation. The oral presentation will include a 
PowerPoint presentation and copy of written summary for your classmates. The written summary needs to 
be emailed or a hard copy provided to your classmates by the due date.
