During class periods a video will be shown demonstrating aspects of speech, language assessment or
therapy. The available client history and therapy techniques demonstrated on the videotape will be
discussed in class. During class, each student will complete and submit an Observation Critique Form.
In class hours will be tracked on an hours form that will be provided by the instructor. The student will be
required to update the form to reflect their hours of observation and absences (if any).
* Videos will be shown in class for 50 minutes
--To get credit for observations you must:

* be in class (i.e., class attendance is required and will be taken)

* submit an Observation Critique on the day that it is due

**You will receive credit for only the minutes and hours observed.

Therefore, if you are late for class you will earn only the number of minutes

present.
