 Responses (behavior) affect situations people find themselves in. 
 
 
 
 
 
4. E   B 
 Environment influences behavior, i.e., (S+) R >SRF  . 
 
 
 
 
 
5. E   P 
 Consequences of past behavior affects expectations for future behavior.  
 
 
 
 
 
6. P   E
