The following guidelines should be used to prepare both parts of your Signature Assignment.  
Commentaries Submitted on Paper

Commentaries are your written descriptive, analytic, and reflective responses to specific prompts in the Signature Assignment directions.  Commentaries should be in the following format.

· Typed or word processed on 8." by 11" white paper in black ink

· Single spaced, with a blank line between paragraphs, and 1" margins

· Font size should be at least 12 point size and Times, Times New Roman, or Arial

· Length kept within specified page limits
· Individual pages should not be enclosed in plastic page protectors.

Page Numbering
Number every page of the paper copy of your Signature Assignment sequentially from beginning to end.  Page numbers may be handwritten on paper copies.

Electronic Format for Signature Assignment
In addition to a completed paper copy of the Signature Assignment turned into the instructor, you should upload both parts as an attachment to the EDTE 116 Task Stream site.
Checklist for Assembling Your Signature Assignment
For both the paper copy and electronic copy of your Signature Assignment, place the following materials in the order listed.
Part 1: Instructional Teaching & Learning Plan (Unit):
1.  Cover Page
· Unit Topic and/or title

· Your name

· Grade level(s) unit is intended for 

· One paragraph narrative summary of your unit
· One to two paragraph rationale for this unit that connects it with the real world and students’ interests
2.  Contextual Factors
· Demographics of the community
· Physical factors of the school and classroom
· Characteristics of your students (developmental descriptors/needs)
· Student needs requiring adaptations and modifications

· Students’ prior learning

· Instructional implications of the five factors
3.  Goals and Outcomes
· Big Ideas/Central Concepts and Content Standards
· Essential Questions
· Knowledge and Skills 
4.  Assessing Student Learning
· Well developed Entry Level Diagnostic Assessments with evaluation criteria
· Well developed Formative Assessments with evaluation criteria
· Well developed Summative Assessments with evaluation criteria
· Attach applicable sample assessments
5.  Teaching & Learning Plan
· Calendar that identifies a logical sequence of at least 15 days of instruction 
· Four accompanying standards-based lesson plans; each plan should include: (1) the purpose/standards addressed, (2) objectives, (3) one or two model(s) of instruction, (4) materials, (5) management considerations, (6) accommodations, (7) procedures that incorporate and identify the 5 Es, and (8) at least one explicitly identified strategy.  
· Two to three paragraph written reflection that provides a rationale for how each of the four lesson plans fit into the overall unit.  If any of the lessons have been taught include a reflection on how they went.

Part 2: Critical analysis of your teaching and learning (unit) plan that focuses on how educational psychology concepts learned throughout the course were incorporated into the plan.  The analysis must include one single-spaced page for each of the following:

· How specific learning theories/models informed your creation of lesson and unit plans
· Accommodations for English Language Learners and students with special needs
· How learning, social and emotional development theories informed your creation of lesson and unit plans
· How theories of motivation and cognition informed your planning and implementation
· How the assessment and evaluation concepts and strategies for particular learning objectives were appropriate
· The interpretation of standardized test data to gain insight into students in their contexts
· A general summary page that may also draw upon themes not identified in the first six pages (e.g., themes from Forum discussions, field experiences, and other classes)
Submitting Your Signature Assignment
Submit One Paper Copy to Your Instructor and One Electronic Copy to the EDTE 116 Task Stream Site
· Part One paper copy is due in class at 12:15 on November 23.
· Part One Electronic Copy is due by midnight, November 23, pending no technical glitches.  If you are having technical problems consult Dr. Rodriguez for assistance.

· Part Two Paper Copy is due in class at 12:15 on December 7.
· Part Two Electronic copy is due by midnight, December 7.
Organizing both Signature Assignment parts for Submission

· Organize the parts and components in the order shown in the Checklist for Assembling Your Signature Assignment.

· Fasten all pages together in order.  Do not submit pages in plastic protectors.
· Each part should have a cover page that clearly displays your name, date, and identification of which part (one or two) of the signature assignment you are submitting.
· Retain for your own records a complete copy of your Signature Assignment, including:

Computer file copies of all commentaries and other materials created by you

Paper copies of materials from other sources (e.g., student work, assessment instruments)

Anything else that documents your unit planning process and reflective analysis.   
Evaluation
· Each part of your signature assignment will be evaluated according to the rubrics provided in class. 
· You should carefully read through the description of the signature assignment with the two attached rubrics.

· The signature assignment counts as 25% of your course grade but you must receive a passing grade on the signature assignment to pass the course.

· Passing grade is 70% with no categories receiving below a 3.  
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
