INSTRUCTIONS

You are to create a simple web site, publish it on a web server and send the URL to studentassistant@networkcitadel.com  Please make “WEB PROJECT” the subject of your e-mail and include your name and 5-digit ID number.

Your web site should include:

· A home page designed around a subject that interests you, including…

· A table 

· An image

· Text that will appear when you hold a mouse over your image

· A link to a relevant external link (on the world wide web)

· A link to at least one other page on your web site

· A link to your e-mail address (or a fictitious address)
· I recommend you use Microsoft FrontPage, but other web development tools will work (though I may not be able to help you)

· It is best to avoid capital letters, spaces, and special characters in the names of your html files or graphics 

· You may publish your web site on the SacLink server or another Internet Presence Provider (IPP)

The Front Page tutorial on this web site should help you.  It is based on Front Page 2000, so some of the features may not be available in your version of Front Page.
